B SURGERY Brow transplants are now
possible if your follicles are perma-
nently damaged from scarring,
burns, radiation treatment, or self-
inflicted pulling. As with transplants
for the scalp, individual hairs are
taken from the back or side of the
head, trimmed down, and then
“micrografted” into tiny, needle-
point-like incisions in the brow. “The
transferred hair will fall out within
two weeks, but the follicles remain in
place, and you’ll see optimal new
growth in about six months,” says
Ken Washenik, M.D., Ph.D., medical
director of Bosley hair-restoration
experts. No need to fear the scary
“doll hair” look; transplant tech-
niques have come a long way, baby.
